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The Wash Estuary Project has 
moved and is moving forward 
A new Project Manager has been appointed to take 
the project forward in these trying financial times. Jeff 
Goodley, the former Nature Conservation Officer 
from South Holland District Council came to post on 
1
st
 March 2011.  

 
He said ñI have been employed to oversee the end of 
the current Memorandum of Agreement with our core 
funders and to establish a new identity and format to 
take the group forward. The current financial trials 
mean that there is little, if any, funding available in 
local government for anything other than the delivery 
of key services. Important though biodiversity and 
the preservation of regions such as The Wash are, 
they cannot compete with collecting bins, educating 
children and caring for the elderlyò. 
 
Jeff and the Core management Group have given a 
lot of thought into how the group can move forward.  
WESG has proved that working in partnership works 
and is less expensive, but as a part of local          
government WESG are not able to access some of 
the external funding streams. With all departments 
hoping to show significant savings this will leave a 
gap in income that will need to be plugged. 
 
One route is for WESG to become a company limited 
by guarantee that is asset locked. This means that 
once the assets have been voted over the company 
are not able to dispose of them other than at fair cost 
or to another organisation with similar aims and     
aspirations. 
 
Jeff is working with two sets of advisors and the Core 

Management Group on a sustainable business plan, 

and once that is done the new company can be 

launched.  The group will then have until the end of 

February to set things up. 

The Wash Biodiversity Action 
Plan 
The Wash Biodiversity Action Plan has been 
written to tackle the cross boundary issues 
and threats that face the wildlife of The Wash 
and its hinterlands as a whole. It covers the 
marine, coastal and hinterland area of The 
Wash. Action plans have been produced for 
habitats and species that are important to The 
Wash such as Sabellaria spinulosa (Ross 
worm) reefs and intertidal mudflats.
